The Mary Coffey Scholarship is available to women who plan on attending or who are currently attending college and pursing a degree.  The female applicant must currently live in or originally be from Carson City, Nevada or from a city in Douglas County, Nevada.   

Prior to her death in 2009, Mary Coffey had long been an advocate for women’s issues and believed strongly in helping women improve their lives.  In honor of her many years of dedicated service, the Mary Coffey Scholarship will be presented to a woman who shares in the commitment to improving the lives of women.  The scholarship recipient will present a career path that will contribute positively to the lives of women.  The recipient will also exhibit a strong commitment to community service.  

The 2012 Mary Coffey Scholarship is for the 2012-2013 academic year and will provide $1,500.  The selected recipient must enroll in a minimum of 6 semester credits and attend college as specified on the scholarship application during the 2012-13 academic year in order to receive the award.  The award will be distributed through the college financial aid office in two installments.  The recipient must complete at least 6 semester credits or equivalent with a minimum 2.5 g.p.a during the first semester to receive the second payment.  Funds can be used for tuition and other related educational expenses.
